In February this beautiful little 16 month old girl had a near fatal accident.  She fell into a swimming pool at the 

family’s home in Valrico and nearly drowned.  The quick response of her mother, the Hillsbrough Sheriff’s 

Office and the paramedics they were able to bring her back.  She spent four weeks at St. Joseph’s Children’s 

Hospital fighting for her life. She was released from the hospital in a semi conscious coma to continue her 

recovery with her parents, Stacie and Scot, and her two brothers, Austin and Alex.  She is now in the second 

biggest battle of her young life and that is to regain the normal things that 16 month old children can do such as 

walking, talking, holding their head up and eating. She still requires a lot of medical treatment to accomplish 

these things.  Stacie has had to take an unpaid leave of absence as a teacher at Cimino Elementry to care for 

Ashlyn.  The costs of the medical bills alone are overwhelming not to mention the daily cost of living for a 

family of five.   

 

The hair stylists from Le Salon Rouge are hosting a fund raiser to help Ashlyn in her battle 

to regain her life prior to the accident.  The above picture was taken just prior to her 

accident and this is what Ashlyn is trying to get back to.  They are offering $10.00 hair cuts.  

There will also be a bake sale and authentic gumbo for sale cooked by a true Cajun. All of 

the proceeds will be donated to the Ashlyn Smith Foundation.
